Applications will be accepted one (1) week before the first day of class.

All students must be proficient in verbal and written English.  All classes are conducted in English.

Admission Process

1. Complete entrance exam $55.00, each student must pass with a 70% or greater
2. Fill out school application $25.00
3. Submit enrollment contract along with $70.00 fee
4. Submit Social Security card/valid state ID
5. Submit background check Level I and II
6. CPR Certification (Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation)
Transfer application process

The acceptance of transfer credit both to and from the institution is up to the receiving institution. It is the student’s responsibility to confirm whether credits will be accepted by another institution of the student’s choice.

Length of academic program

The curriculum is divided into five (5) terms, which include objectives and vocabulary.  The standardized curriculum shall require a minimum of 677 hours of classroom/laboratory-lecture and 677 hours of clinical instruction totaling 1354 hours without repeating courses.

Graduation Requirements:
To complete this program with a certificate in Practical Nursing, each student must meet the following requirements totaling 1354 hrs. Based on one attempt:

1. Completion of 677 classroom/laboratory hours with an overall grade of 76% or greater.
2. Completion of 677 clinical externship hours with a Pass (P).
3. All financial obligations paid in full.

Upon successful completion of program requirements, the student will be awarded a certificate of completion.
Absences
Students can miss two (2) lecture days per semester and 0 clinical days.  Any absences or tardiness in clinical externship will require the student to repeat the clinical externship at an additional cost to the student.
Tuition and Fees
All tuition and fees are due to Brevard Nursing Academy. Tuition and fees are subject to change without any notice.  Please refer to finance office or course catalog for current tuition and fee information.

All students are expected to pay the non-refundable entrance exam fee, application fee, and registration fees.

Applicants must pay the application fee to be considered for enrollment and pay the registration fee to be enrolled at Brevard Nursing Academy.

Clinical fees and Evolve Student account are included in the tuition.
